Progression

The LAU-MBA Program requires 36 credits. There are 9 courses (3 credits each); 3 courses (1 credit each); then a final set of 1 elective course (2 credits) and an Applied Project (2) credits). The Project is a thesis project report of 5,000 words on the area of student specialization that will result in professional growth. The proctored exam is given at the end of the program. It is open-book and the student must go to an approved center to take the exam.  At the beginning of the program, students must take a mandatory non-accredited one-credit course, called “Becoming an On-line Learner.”
Pace

The mission of LAU is to become the program of choice for adult learners. You can choose the convenience of online interactive or independent courses. The former allows you to work with faculty and students from around the world in a classroom that is open 7 days a week, 24 hours a day. Most online students complete a degree within one year. The latter program allows you the flexibility to complete the courses according to your own schedule. As a result, this self-paced program fits the needs of today’s workplace. On the average, students complete a class every two months with a maximum of 3 months to complete each course. You can complete the online independent graduate level programs in 1 ½ to 2 years.

Curriculum Design
The rapidly changing and increasingly vital intersection of technology and business has created an ongoing demand for technology sophisticated executives.  The LAU-MBA focuses specifically upon the areas where technology and management meet. The generalized curriculum prepares you to perform well in tough situations by teaching you how to identify problems and harness the resources you need to get the job done.
Distance Learning Pedagogy: How we Teach
LAU has extensive experience delivering online and inter-net based learning via public domain, GNU license software applications running on a NComputing platform integrated by SCT and monitored.  Software applications include Moodle  (for course management, registration and grade system) and Joomla (for content management for course materials and community interaction).  Their use for peer-to-peer and participant-to-facilitator communication is one area that provides some of the biggest gains for education and is an area where each excels. Other key attributes of each system are measuring participant accountability and student learning outcomes through a response mechanism, and assessing resources for online learning.
Faculty
Good faculty are always looking for ways to teach more effectively. Recently, that task has become more demanding due to a new type of student and the advent of new instructional technologies. Many students today are older adults who must balance college with busy personal and professional commitments. These students want more options in when and how they learn. To be properly motivated, they also need to see the real-world value of their academic efforts. Equally challenging for faculty is the rapid growth of new learning technologies and teaching environments: classrooms enriched by multimedia resources, asynchronous courses offered completely online, and myriad variations on those themes.  In this world of adult students, high-tech applications, and distance cyber-learning, educators need to know when their teaching methods are working, when they are not, and what kinds of changes to make. Increasingly, faculty need a basic grounding in the principles of instructional design (ID.) Specifically, they need to understand the ways adults learn best and how to make the best use of new teaching tools. The value of IT training grows as faculty find their “tried and true” teaching methods to be less effective with today’s students, And when educators use multimedia resources, or venture into online classes, they feel an increasing need for some basic structure to shape these new ways of teaching. More than ever, today’s educators require a framework for creating instruction that will benefit students of all ages and will work well regardless of the multimedia tools and course delivery systems used. Faculty must take into account that adults are autonomous, self- directed learners who want to be involved planning and evaluating their instruction. Adult students also bring to class a wide range of experiences that can serve as resources for enriched learning.
